Efficient space organization (built-in closets,
reduction of corridors in favor of residential
and utility spaces with the ability of easy tran-
sit between them).

The ability to change functions of the rooms
in accordance with the relevant needs of the
family living in the apartment.

Separation of common and private blocks in
multi-room apartments (a separation of chil-
dren's and parents' private blocks is also rec-
ommended if possible].

Preferably square shaped premises, ensuring
the optimal ratio of width and depth that pro-
vides optimal light distribution and furniture
arrangement.

Establishing minimal ceiling height of 2.8 m
(for utility rooms it can be reduced to 2.4 m.).
Natural lighting in all living premises (the glaz-
ing area must be at least 10% of the room) . The
building should have apartments with two-
sided orientation (at least 30% from the total
number of apartments).

When determining the list of premises for g particular
type of apartment and their spatial structure in relation
to each other, the principle of zoning the apartment into
common and private premises should be followed.

URBAN VILLA

A residential building up to seven storeys with a small number of
apartments on each floor grouped around vertical communication
core. A small number of apartments on one floor increases the level
of social connections between the neighbors, contributes to the
formation of the local community and ensures rather high level of
privacy of the indoor premises.

Combination of different types of residential buildings
within the urban block allows to use advantages and
compensate for the shortcomings of each, hence cre-
ating a wide range of housing and opportunities for
organizing the environment in general. Participants are
required to choose 3 types of buildings from the offered
typologies and locate apartments of the required sizes
in the buildings.

An apartment building of a linear shape, consisting of sections
with a vertical communication cores and the apartments that are
clustered around it. Both section end sides are blind for blocking,
with the exception of the outermost sections in the row. Section
building with central access type is a generic building type that

is suitable for various climate conditions. Its parameters allow

to design single-floor apartments oriented on two sides, as well as
to locate a large number of apartments of different configurations.

Functions in a living room can be variable, it is
important for this space to be transformable to
different requests of a family. Aside from the main
recreational function and gathering space, living
room can be used as:

a dining room;

a playroom (for children of preschool age);

a study;

a room for physical exercises;

a guest room.

In small apartments the kitchen and living room can
be combined into one common area. In this case it
is necessary to provide the possibility of installing
a temporary partition. When installing the partition,
partition, each of the spaces should have access to
natural light.

All transit routes through the common space should
not interfere with the activities of other family
members.

In apartments with two-sided orientation a corner
placement of the combined kitchen/dining room/
living room space is optimal: the room is oriented
to two sides, which improves the illumination and
expands the view from the windows.

If kitchen/dining room and the living room are
combined into one common area, it is necessary
to provide the option of isolating cooking area
of the kitchen from the common space with
a temporary or permanent partition to avoid
unwanted odors.

It is recommended to locate kitchen area close
to the entrance to the apartment for easy access
from the entrance hall.

When designing different planning solutions on
different floors of the building, it is necessary
to make sure that the kitchen area is located
exclusively above non-residential premises, in
the wetcore area of the building.

It is preferable to provide natural lighting in the
cooking area.

a sleeping place, playroom and working area. >

The minimal area of children's bedroom is
14 sg.m, reduction up to 12 sq.m is allowed in
case the wardrobe closet or built-in wardrobes
are placed outside the room.

Bedrooms should not be designed as walk-
through rooms.

Children's bedroom assumes a combination of
several functional areas like: sleep, play, study,
storage, it is necessary to provide a comfortable
area for each of them. The place for study and
games should have proper natural lighting,
storage areas should be easily accessible. If two
children with different sleep regimes live in the
room, sleeping areas should be isolated from the
common area.

When accommodating several small children
in one bedroom, it is possible to site sleeping
alcoves and niches foreach child around common
play area. The size of each niche should allow to
place a small table and chair, shelves for storing
personal belongings. The niche should be visually
separated from the common area of the room, for
example with a curtain. This way each child will
have a private space without feeling isolated.

When placing a basic set of furniture (built-in
wardrobe for outerwear and shoes, full-length
mirrors, seats for one person and a table), the
recommended area of the entrance hall should
be at least 4 sqg.m.

It is recommended to have a view to the common
area of the apartment from the entrance hall, for
example a living room. This changes perception
of space: the apartment is visually perceived to
be more spacious.

Storage spaces in the apartment are separate rooms
or allocated areas intended for keeping personal
belongings, household and sports equipment of
tenants.

RECOMMENDATIONS

>

In small apartments, storage spaces can bhe
integrated into communication elements.
However, it is recommended to design separate
rooms for storage, especially in apartments with
many rooms.

Minimal total storage area depends on the
apartment type: 1 sg.m for studio apartment, 3
sg.m for 2-room apartment, 4 sq.m for 2-room,
3-room and 4-room apartment.

For comfortable access to wardrobes and
shelves, it is recommended to provide a passage
of at least 0.6 m between them.

In case of walk-inclosetitisimportant to optimally
organize the compartments and use the entire
space leaving with maximum efficiency.

It is necessary to provide various storage areas
(racks, bookshelves, wardrobes, household
cases) and evenly distribute them inside the
apartment.

Places and rooms for storage of shared things
should be located in common use rooms and
areas, and for storage of personal things — in
private spaces.

It is not recommended to provide short-term
storage on the hallways. Storage elements
should not clutter up the living space of the
apartment.

Placing closets and wardrobes along the internal
walls will provide additional sound insulation.

Sunrooms (balconies, loggias and other) are spaces
in the apartment that are located in the open air.
They supply the requirements of residents for
outdoor recreation.

RECOMMENDATIONS

>

Minimal depth of the balcony is 1.5 m (except for
the French balcony]. This will allow residents to
organize areas for recreation, for example, locate
a dining table with chairs.

In order to expand the space for recreation and
communication of residents, it is recommended
to organize access to sunrooms from the living
room, dining room or kitchen.

Sunrooms should be well insolated, so the
balconies shouldn’t be oriented to the north side.

Balconies are not recommended in apartments
overlooking noisy highways and railways, as
well as above the 9th floor in buildings that are
located in areas with high wind load.

The balconies can be designed as additional play
space for children or a place of rest for elderly
and limited mobility residents.

It is recommended to provide options for glazing
balconies and loggias.

The design of an apartment building should enhance
the activation of social interactions of residents, provide
the formation of good neighborly relations and stimulate
local communities and facilitation of the house mainte-
nance, Therefore it is important to limit the number of
apartments on one floor with increasing the width of hori-
zontal communication elements, create shared spaces,
etc. The improvement of guality of life directly depends
on the design quality of all elements of the house; each
element is explained in the following section,

Entrance group is a complex of premises that are
located at the entrance to the building. It provides
the link between the apartment and the street
or courtyard and functions as a collective space.
Entrance groups are used for transit, storage and
recreation.

RECOMMENDATIONS

> Entrance groups should be arranged it one level
with the sidewalk, providing accessibility for all
user types.

> Entrance group should be oriented on two
opposite facades of the building to provide a
comfortable and safe access for residents both
to the street and to the courtyard.

> Visual separation of entrances to residential and
non-residential premises should be provided.

> It is necessary to provide visual permeability in
order to increase the level of social control in the
building.

Expanded set of functions in the entrance space
will ensure efficient use of space and stimulate
social interaction between users: concierge
room, storage space, waiting area and short-
term recreation area.

In regions with cold climate it is recommended to
install a wind porch at the entrance space. This
solution will reduce the heat loss when entrance
doors are opened. Minimal depth of the wind
porchis 2.6 m.

Vertical communication is a set of planning, spatial
and technical elements that provide vertical
connections between premises or groups of
premises located on different floors of the building.

VERTICAL COMMUNICATION

RECOMMENDATIONS

> Vertical communication elements should be
easy to use and well insolated (with natural
lighting if possible].

> Access to the staircase and elevator
section should be clear and simple. Vertical
communication elements are located in direct
sight from the building entrance.

> Residential buildings up to 4 floors can be
designed without elevators. Houses from 4 to
9 floors should be provided with elevator. For
buildings from 7 to 9 floors, if necessary, it is
possible to construct an additional elevator.

> Elevator shaft walls can not be placed adjacent
to residential rooms in the apartments, and,
conversely, can be located adjacent to utility
premises (bathrooms, corridors, storages).

At least one elevator in the building must have
sufficient dimensions for the transportation of
large items. If there is no elevator in the building,
the width of the staircase for moving such items
should be at least 1.4 m.

Minimal possible width of the staircase is 1.2 m.
Minimmal dimensions of the elevator are 1.1 x 1.4
m (for access of residents with limited mobility).
Optimal dimensions of the elevator for
transportation of large objects are 1.8 x 2.7 m.
Dimensions of the fire elevator for connecting
ground and underground floors of the building
are .1 x 2.1 m.

Horizontal communications are a set of architectural
spatial elements that provide communication
between the premises located on the same floor of
the apartment building. The elements of horizontal
communication include corridors, galleries, hallways
and inter-apartment areas.

>

Horizontal communication elements in the
building should be well ventilated and illuminated
(with natural lighting, if possible].
Recommended minimum width of horizontal
communications is 1.5 m.

Minimal width is 1.2 m, but in this case it is
necessary to increase the width of the doorway
that leads to the apartment to allow the
transportation of large objects; the door should
be designed to open inside the apartment. It is
recommended to allocate the entrance area in
front of the door, leaving the free space of .5 x 1.5
m. This solution is designed to guarantee access
comfort of residents and provide conditions for
moving large objects.

With an increase in the width of horizontal
communication elements, additional space can
become a collective area for tenants of both a
single floor or the entire building.
